On-this visit we were.able to_listen. to the stories of three of
the survivors as we sat under a huge tree by the river. Last night as we
talked I thought how it will take time for the students to process this

~ entire experience as they return to the states. I ask that you listen
carefully to their stories so that the strength of this experience many
continue to enrich the life of the University.
