Students must be enrolled in a major within the College of Arts and Sciences to be eligible for funding.  The URI Committee will consider exceeding the funding limits in exceptional circumstances (e.g., if the project will involve the participation of large numbers of students, or if the materials acquired in the project will be of significant benefit to student projects in the future).

Undergraduate Research Project Proposal Guidelines
The following is the proposal format that should be followed by the student when applying for an Undergraduate Research Award.  This proposal should be attached to the main application filled by the student and signed by the sponsoring faculty.
Part I:   Statement of the research question

· Clearly state what you will be studying using language that can be easily understood by the selection committee (people not necessarily in your major).
· Part I is not to exceed a few sentences.

Part II:  Goals and Objectives

· Explain your goals to the committee.  Goals are statements of what you hope to accomplish and are not necessarily measurable.  Goals are intentions.  It is the framework of what you are proposing.  e.g., Goals: knows about human body; learn chemical synthesis.
· Explain your objectives to the committee.  Objectives are measurable outcomes of your proposal that you want to accomplish during the timeframe of the study.  Objectives are precise.  e.g., Objectives: name all the bones in the human body; learn the names and symbols of all metal elements in the periodic table.
· Part II is not to exceed one- half of a page.

Part III: 
Background and significance of the problem
· Summarize the problem you are trying to solve or the question you are working on.

· Present a discussion of the current understanding or theory regarding the problem or question.  Support this section with documentation and proper citations. 

· Explain why your research or project is significant to your discipline’s community as well as to the ordinary educated reader.  Explain how your work matters and is significant, in such a way that individuals of various background, interests and expertise will readily understand.

· Part III is not to exceed one page

        Part IV: Methodology/project design

· Describe your plan to achieve the goals and objectives you stated in Part II.

· If your discipline is in the natural science, describe your sampling and analysis protocol/method of analysis.
· If your discipline is in the social science, describe: the population you intend to study, the type and size sample you intend to select from that population, the method of research you intend to use (e.g., experiments, quasi-experiment, survey, content analysis, analysis of published statistical data, field research), and the way in which you will operationalize key variables.  Also, if and as appropriate, state the hypothesis you will test and the method(s) by which you will analyze relationships between variables (e.g., contingency tables, comparison of means, correlation/regression).
· If your discipline is in the arts and humanities, describe the ideas and concepts you will apply in your study.
· Part IV is not to exceed one page.

Part V: Project timeline

· Not necessarily a day-by-day, but give an overview of when you are going to complete specific steps of your project

·  A timeline chart is preferable.

      Part VI: Anticipated Results/Final Products and Dissemination

· State the possible forms of your final presentation, e.g. poster presentation, oral presentation, software, exhibit, performance, publishable manuscript, etc.

Part VII: Reference

· List references using the standard convention of your discipline.

· Present this on a separate page.

Part VIII: Budget

· List budget items and calculations you have done to arrive at a dollar figure for each item.

· Separate the cost into three categories: materials/accessories, travel, and stipend.

· Use the attached form to record your budget calculations and estimates
